Barry Berman, Ph.D.

Professor Berman’s professional contributions are both broad and deep. Although he is best
known for his systematic studies of photonuclear reactions, especially photodisintegration of
light nuclei (at both low and high energies), photo-fission of the actinides (ditto), and delineation
of the giant dipole resonance across the periodic table, he has performed extensive research in
other areas as well. Some of these are: nuclear astrophysics (the age of the Universe, the
exposure age and burial depth of moon rocks, and the source of neutrons in stars); coherent
radiation (coherent bremsstrahlung, transition radiation, and the discovery of channeling



radiation, for which he won a prize); and radiobiology (characterization of radiation damage in
DNA). More recently, he has applied his knowledge of nuclear and radiation physics to
problems in nuclear nonproliferation (photo-fission of HEU), explosives detection (by
resonance-gamma absorption), missile defense (boost-phase interception), and homeland security
(nuclear and radiological threats), bringing a balanced and critical view to the government
department responsible for each. In addition, he has pioneered new teaching methods in science
education, emphasizing clarity in communication, both oral and written, and has supervised the
Ph.D. research of his students in several of the above areas, both pure and applied.

Chet Haskell, DPA

Dr. Haskell is the President of Cogswell College in Sunnyvale, California, a leading
undergraduate institution working at the intersection of the digital arts and engineering. He has
more than 27 years of experience in higher education administration. Prior to coming to
Cogswell, he was President of the Monterey Institute of International Studies in Monterey,
California. Monterey is the premier institution in the U.S. for the use of languages in preparation
for international careers, as well as being a national leader in TESOL. He also served as Dean of
the College at Simmons College in Boston, and in several senior positions at Harvard University.
At Harvard, he was Associate Dean of the John F. Kennedy School of Government, special
assistant to the Dean of the Faculty of Arts and Sciences, Executive Director of the Center for
International Affairs, and Executive Director of the Harvard Academy for International and Area
Studies. He also served as Associate Director of the University of Southern California’s
Washington Public Affairs Center. Dr. Haskell has broad-ranging experience, having been
responsible at one time or another for virtually every aspect of higher education, including
faculty, curriculum, and academic programs at the BA and MA levels, research programs,
recruiting, finances, student affairs, fundraising, and alumni affairs. He has particular expertise in
international higher education, having worked extensively in Spain, throughout the much of the
rest of Western Europe, Mexico, Latin America, China, Taiwan, and Japan. Dr. Haskell is a
graduate of the University of Southern California (DPA and MPA), the University of Virginia
(MA) and Harvard University (AB).

Sharon D. Johnson is one of Cincinnati, Ohio’s dynamic leaders in education. Currently she is
principal of Withrow University High School. Withrow University High School is specifically
focused on preparing inner city students for a college education. Before coming to Withrow
University High School, Ms. Johnson was the principal of Parham Elementary School. Parham
had been one of the district’s lowest performing schools.

Professor Johnson authored monographs on T.S. Eliot, W.B. Yeats, Peter Russell and
Shakespearean tragedy, and of full-length commentaries, in Italian, on collections of poetry by
Yeats (TheWild Swansat Coole [1989], The Tower [1984], TheWinding Stair [2000], New
Poems and Lag Poems [2004]: as well as text-by-text commentaries on all Yeats's collections of
poetry (Mondadori, Milan, 2005).

Dr. Ruland Staines is Editorial Director for Praeger Security International, a print and electronic
imprint of the Greenwood Publishing Group. She has served as acquiring editor for academic
and trade titles in history, international security, and military affairs since 1997. She is a frequent
speaker on publishing panels on topics ranging from "How to get Published" to "Careers in
Publishing." Prior to her work publishing, she held a post-doctoral fellowship at Yale University,
where she completed her Ph.D. in history in 1995. As part of her academic training, she was
fortunate to be able to instruct and mentor undergraduates on a wide-range of historical topics.
